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2018 Eagle Ambassador Job Description

1. Qualifications

Have and maintain a 2.8 cumulative grade point average from UNT as an undergraduate student;
3.25 as a graduate student. If the minimum grade point average is not maintained, the Eagle
Ambassador will be on probation for one semester. The Eagle Ambassador will still receive the
hourly wage and be able to participate in all Eagle Ambassador efforts during the probation. If the
grade point average is not brought up to minimum by the following semester, the Eagle Ambassador
will be expelled from the program and the remaining money will be revoked.

Undergraduate students must have a minimum of 12 semester credit hours completed at UNT by the
end of the Fall 2017 semester and 24 semester credit hours completed at the end of the 2018 summer
sessions.

Undergraduate students must remain enrolled full time with 12 or more hours each long semester and
3 to 6 hours during the summer sessions.

Graduate students must have a minimum of 9 semester credit hours completed at UNT by the end
of the Fall 2017 semester and remain enrolled as a full-time student with 9 to 11 hours each long
semester and 3 hours during the summer sessions.

Commit to a full academic year of service including the Fall 2018 semester, Spring 2019 semester
and two Summer 2019 sessions, and be continuously enrolled during those semesters.

Be available for 25 hours of work per week, working a minimum of 17-20 hours per week and a
maximum of 29 hours per week.

Exhibit leadership potential and an outgoing, friendly personality.

Provide three reference forms — one from a former employer and two from full-time UNT faculty or
staff members.

Be in good standing with the university and free of any disciplinary actions from the Dean of
Students Office.

Be able to communicate effectively both orally and in writing with a diverse group of people and
personalities.
